What we did in last 4 years

A brief history of what we were busy with during these four years:-

After our meet at Tara Y.M.C. in 2005 Deepak started work in K.V.K. run by Malpani Trust, near Shahpur (MH) and in the process built a strong bond with Malpani Trust and motivated them to start a new unit at Bajwada, Dist. Dewas (M.P.)

In 2006 Deepak was able to develop a farm of half acre with ‘Ten Guntha’ dream of Sri Dabholkarjee for sustainable life style for the family of five members and Ganga Maa Mandal with an aim to solve the problem of malnutrition of children promoted by Billmolison of PERMA CULTURE . He has also developed the concept of multi-tier farming as well as demonstrable models of horticulture for big land holder to emulate. The entire work was done on infertile piece of land.

Many people visited Bajwada and got inspired & decided to expand the scope of application of this science in many ways. After visiting the farm Sri Sudershanjee(RSS) now publicly inspires & openly advocates NS as a single point program. He could inspire VC of Anand Agriculture University Gujarat to validate the science.

Sri Rajeshbhai Gupta visited the farm many times and was convinced with the philosophy of the NS. He motivated the group behind Barkheda project near Bhopal in Sehore district were after successfully harvesting rainwater he wants to convert it into a Natueco farm & ultimately graduate it as land for eco-friendly living. It was also discussed that Ten Guntha concept is okay with marginal farmers, but NS should design models for agricultural crops for medium & big farmers. Here is the solution & now were we are meeting this time with more conviction & clarity.
